Step 3: Once the students have found out the information about the two
parts of speech, you may want to set up four stations in the room
(noun, pronoun, adjective and verb). Then, you can have four of
the eight parts of speech experts meet together and then switch
to (adverb, preposition, conjunction, interjection). The experts
need to talk to each other and make sure that they have their
information correct.

Step 4: Students go back to their original group after the two expert
group sessions. Each expert then shares what he or she learned. |
strongly urge you to have group members take notes.

Step 5: After each group member or expert has presented, ask students to
study their notes for a quiz over the information on the following

day.

The soldiers of Able Company crossed the English Channel in seven boats
early on the morning of 6 June 1944. When they were about 5 kilometres
from the beach, the Germans started firing artillery shells at them but the
boats were too far away. The Germans continued firing and Boat 5 was
hit one kilometre from the beach. Six men drowned before help arrived.
Twenty men fell into the water and were picked up by other boats. As a
result, they missed the fighting on the beach. They were lucky. If they had
reached the beach, they would probably have been killed.

When Boat 3 was a few metres from the beach, the soldiers jumped out, but
the water was so deep that some of them disappeared under the water. Many
of the men were either killed or wounded by machine gun fire.

The soldiers on Boat 1 and Boat 4 jumped into the water, but it was too
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deep and most of them drowned. Half an hour after the first attack, two

thirds of the company (a company is a group of about 100 soldiers) were
dead. The survivors lay on the beach, exhausted and shocked.

After an hour and forty-five minutes, six of the survivors tried to climb up
the cliff to get off the beach. Four were too exhausted to reach the top. The
other two, Private Jack Shefer and Private Thomas Lovejoy, joined a group
from another company and fought with them. Two men. Two rifles. This
was Able Company’s contribution to D-Day.

The D-Day Landings — Passage 3

On 6 June 2004, survivors of the D-Day landings from many different
countries returned to France to remember their lost comrades. Many of
them went to the cemetery and memorial which overlooks Omaha Beach.

The cemetery and memorial are situated on a cliff overlooking the beach
and the English Channel, from where the boats attempted their landings.
The cemetery contains the graves of 9,386 Americans who died during the
landings. The memorial also contains the names of more than 1,500 men
who were never found.

On the memorial, there is part of a poem called “For the Fallen”, which
was written by an English poet, Lawrence Binyon:

They shall not grow old, as we that are left grow old.
Age shall not weary them, nor the years condemn.
At the going down of the sun and in the morning
We will remember them.

The poem was first published in The Times newspaper on 14 September
1914 and can be seen on war memorials in many parts of the world.

The student should find
things that he/she is good at and finds where he/she can be
successful (e.g. play the piano/guitar, sing, do sports). We are
all good at something. If we find our strengths, sometimes

we can overcome our weaknesses.

It would be worse to ignore the
situation. If the student does not talk to anyone or ask for
help, the problem will get worse. With help, he/she will not
be alone.
